This month we get to know a bit about Ginny.  She is here for all the 
important stuff but not on the same schedule as I am so it hasnôt been 
easy to track her down for this interview or even meet her.  Iôm sure many 
of you have not had the pleasure of talking to her either.   Try to make a 
point of meeting Ginny as she has led a very interesting life and has 
served in many places that make a difference in our lives. 
 
Ginny was born in Washington D.C. in March of 1941 and moved to North 
Carolina when she was 7 years old.  She remained there until she 

completed her education. 
 
When she graduated from high school in 1959 she went to Washington D.C. to work with the 
federal government for 3 years.  Her job was with the CIA. 
 
In 1962 she joined the US Navy and went to Bainbridge, Maryland for boot camp and radio 
school.  It was there that she learned Morse Code, teletype, and overseas switchboard.  She was 
on the switchboard the night of the big earth quake in Alaska.  Ginny says ñIf I had not gotten 
married I might have made a career on the Navy.  I was always proud to wear the uniform.ò  She 
did serve 4 years in the Navy.  Once while she marched in a parade in Philadelphia they stopped 
in a coffee shop to eat.  The coffee shop caught on fire and they had to be evacuated from the 
premises.   
 
In May of 1963 she drove west to Stockton, California alone.   
 
One evening she was traveling over the Oakland Bay Bridge with 3 other Waves when they 
stopped all the traffic and let her do a U turn on the bridge.  She had gotten lost and had already 
paid the toll 3 times that evening. 
 
In 1964 she met and married Bradley S. (Herb) Cline.  They have a son, Michael who lives in 
Tracy with his wife and 1 year old son, David.  They also have a daughter, Denise, who lives in 
Lakeport and has a 10 year old son, Brent and a 5 year old daughter, Brooke.  Denise is married 
to Rich Hinchcliff,  the Chief Deputy District Attorney in Lakeport.  Denise is an investigator to the 
DAôs office so they have an interesting and active life as well. 
 
Ginny retired from the federal government and continues to be just as involved with everything as 
she can.  She is a member of the Elks Lodge in Lakeport and the Garden Club.  She is also active 
in the Kelseyville Presbyterian Church and with her grandchildren.  She enjoys being active and 
learning and experiencing new situations.
